Managenment own a nul tidisciplinary approach to subjects |ike
Mat hemati cs, Tourism Journalism Mnagenent and Ani mati on.
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The institution was established with the major thought process to
devel op a student into a conprehensive human being. Integrating this
approach the students are getting nultidisciplinary input from

vari ous sources which includes the holistic devel opnent of the

i ndividual to deal with day-to-day stress through Meditation and The
Bhagwat Geeta, societal well-being through regul ar Yagya etc.

Under the Humanities segnent, the Yogic Science curriculum enul ates
the science of Ayurveda, Basic science |ike Anatony, and physi ol ogy
so that students can be well versed both in Vedic know edge and the
scientific tenperanent of this unique subject. The Indian culture
students are learning the basics of tenple managenent, carbon dating
and ot her archaeol ogi cal aspects to add up a nanagenent perspective
to their lifestyle. Along with the other single-disciplinary
courses, students of humanities can choose to earn extra credits by
enrolling thenselves in elective courses related to Science,

Technol ogy, Engi neering and nmat hemati cs.

The Unnat Bhar at
Abhiyan in which 5 villages had been adopted by the university.

Envi ronnmental sensitivity is a key aspect of the university and it
echoes the lush green environnment, eco clubs and Taru Putra and Taru
Mtra culture. The students are also actively involved in social
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i nternships, and weekly village activities (By the Rural devel opnment
departnment and Phil osophy, dignity and theol ogy departnent) so as to
bring awareness in the villages regardi ng environnent al
sensitization. Human values and professional ethics are part of the
curricul um of conputer science students along with the practi cal
orientation of human values is delivered to every student through

Li fe Managenent prograns throughout the year. Sonme of the facts are
as under:

e Courses with Community engagenent services: There are nany
courses in the institution like “Tour Reports”, “Field visit
reports” and “Social Internship Reports” are fully based on
communi ty engagenent servi ces.

e Courses with environnental education: About 82 courses in the
institution are related to environnmental education.

e Courses with nultidisciplinary education: Two or nore
di sci plines are blended into nore than 40 courses in the
institution in 2020-21.

e Courses on val ue based education: Value based education was
integrated along with the discipline specific education into
135 courses in the institution in 2020-21.
