Sixty-one years ago, Kulpita Pandit Shriram Sharma Acharya (1911-1990), a scholar-saint and
founder of the All World Gayatri Pariwar, envisioned a unique university that would combine the
principles of practical knowledge (Shiksha) and spiritual education (Vidya) to nurture truly
enlightened students.
